This is the first compilation of mp3's resulting from the weekly jam sessions hosted by Dharma Tribe at our studio.


For the uninitiated, it's just us and a group of our musician friends that get together and play, mostly off the top of our heads, letting the music take us wherever it goes.  These are not rehearsed songs; they are completely "in the moment."  Sometimes we jam on some of Dharma Tribe's original tunes (that will be on a different compilation,) and occasionally someone will start a cover song that they know.  But even then it's a loose interpretation.





It's always different.  It's a changing group, with different people showing up every week, different people playing on different jams throughout the night.  Most players are multi-talented, and instruments get switched around quite frequently, often more than once within a jam.  I've done my best to keep track of who's playing what, but, as I'm playing all night and taking notes as an afterthought, sometimes the notes get a little confused.  Apologies to any of the players who were given credit (or blame) in error.





What the jams were when they were played is what you hear, plain and simple.  They are what they are, warts and all, and were recorded that way.  No overdubs, no studio polish, no multi-tracking or do-overs. Just a couple of room mics going straight to the computer.    The extent of editing that I've done is just cutting out the best parts and saving them as mp3's for your listening enjoyment.  So, forgive the rough sound quality and listen to the music.  It's as real as it gets.





Thanks to all who have been a part of this ongoing experiment.  Sometimes it's funny, sometimes things get a little strange, sometimes it's magic, sometimes it falls apart.  It's always a good time, and I'm proud to be a part of this experience.
